GREY RIVER TUNGSTEN PROJECT 
 

The property is located on the south coast of Newfoundland, adjacent to the fishing 
village of Grey River (~ 350 people). Grey River is serviced daily by coastal boat from 
Burgeo, a coastal port about 40 km to the west. The claims are accessed by foot and 
helicopter, while the  #10 Vein adit portal is within 150 metres of the Grey River village, 
only 4 metres above sea level. 
 

Past work carried out by Asarco (1957-1970) includes surface geological mapping, 
trenching and diamond drilling on five of the better veins, driving a 6,300 foot (1,920 
metre) long exploration adit into and along the #10 Vein, and collecting a 275 ton bulk 
metallurgical. Work completed by both Playfair and Asarco has shown there is 
significant and widespread high grade tungsten mineralization hosted in the property’s 
quartz veins. A very significant potential still exists within the Grey River Project for 
locating new WO3 reserves both in high-grade veins and lower grade bulk tonnage 
deposits. Grey River now has a NI 43-101 compliant Inferred Resource of 16.1 million 
pounds of contained tungsten oxide, as well as a positive preliminary economic 
assessment. Playfair’s 2008 drilling expanded the deposit to the north and to depth, 
further enhancing the project’s economic feasibility.

RISBY, LENED & CLEA TUNGSTEN SKARN PROJECTS 
 

In 2006, Playfair acquired 100% interest in a suite of tungsten skarn properties; the Risby, Lened and 
Clea properties. The Risby tungsten deposit is scheelite-bearing skarn occurrence in the Ross River 
area, Yukon and is accessible by a 25 km tractor winter road from an all-weather highway. The 
property was worked from 1968 to 1982 by Hudson Bay Exploration and Development Co. Ltd 
(HBED); including 48 diamond drill holes (7,057 metres), geological mapping, trenching & ground 
geophysics. 2006-7 work by Playfair includes 6 diamond drill holes and a NI 43-101 compliant inferred 
resource calculation. The 2008 drill program successfully extended deposit mineralization an 
additional 220 metres north of the inferred resource. The Lened and Clea deposits are also scheelite-
bearing skarns and are located between the world-class Cantung and Mactung tungsten deposits 
along the Yukon-Northwest Territories border. A winter road from the town of Tungsten to the 
Howard’s Pass lead-zinc deposit passes within 13 km of the Lened property which is some 40 km 
north-northwest of Cantung. The Clea property is located in the Selwyn Tungsten Belt, one of the 
world’s largest tungsten districts. Previously explored by HBED and Placer Dome, the Clea property 
hosts two high grade siliceous tungsten skarn showings, with reported historical highlight drill 
intercepts of 1.4% WO3 over 1.6m and 2.3 % WO3 over 2.2m. 
 

GRANITE LAKE MOLYBDENUM PROJECT 
 

The road accessible Granite Lake property is favourably located in south central Newfoundland. The 
property’s Moly Hill Zone covers a very large and open ended molybdenum enriched mineralized system 
of sheeted and cross cutting quartz veins. Recent drill results indicate an encouraging potential for a large-
scale and low-grade bulk tonnage exploration target.
